SELECTMENS MEETING
Wednesday, February 27, 2008, 4:30 p.m.

Present: Selectmen Glenn Hearn, Skipper Manter, Jen Rand
Guests: Al DeVito, R. Knabel, Barbara Day, B. Potts, C. Riggs

Minutes: On hold until next week.

WTIPD: S. Manter motioned to appoint Garrison Viera to the WIPD for a three-year term. G. hearn seconded the motion.

The vote on the motion was GH in favor, SM abstained. (note** the vote was ultimately unnecessary as Mr. VViera was reappointed
in May 07)

Pothole Money: Jen asked if she should send a letter to Rep. Turkington and Sen. O’Leary indicating our
support for the “pothole” funding program. The Board authorized the letter.

VTA Bus Stop: Skipper said he spoke with the Whitings about using the cemetery lot for a temporary bus
transfer lot and the family is not in favor of that. He said that the town should remove that lot from
consideration. He walked around Music Street prior to the meeting and feels there is not adequate space for
passengers to discharge, especially in view of the bank on the corner of the town hall property. He added his
concerns about the general congestion of Music Street, which will only get worse during the reconstruction of
the building. He said he had spoken to Manny regarding the use of Station 1 and Manny indicated that he had
no objections. He said he understood that Station 1 was not a favorite of the VT'A but he felt he had no choice.
Glenn said he thought the VTA should consider the airport as their hub.

S. Manter motioned to use Station 1 as the 1A transfer lot during the renovation of Town Hall. G. Hearn seconded the motion.
The vote on the motion was unanimous in_favor.

Mill Pond Grants: Glenn gave copies of the grants he had submitted to the Permanent Endowment Fund and
the Edy Foundation for Mill Pond Dredging. He said the deadline had been this week, there are other possible
grant sources that he may apply for later. Skipper said he appreciated Glenn’s work on behalf of the Town, but
he was concerned that these grants were submitted without being brought back to the Board for approval. He
said that he had a few thoughts about the application that he thought the Board would have an opportunity to
discuss prior to submittal. He was also concerned that Dianne was out of the loop on the applications. Glenn
said both applications ate predicated on a positive vote at the ATM for permitting money.

County Articles: Skipper said he had tweaked the language to not require Gosnold’s participation as necessary
for our participation. He also had changed the language of the engineering article to give the Town access to the
money for engineering services even if we don’t contract with the County or other towns. Skipper said he also
wanted the total cost of the Rodent Control program noted, he said they don’t take revenue into account in their

budget.

FinComm/BOS Finance Forum: Al said the Finance Committee had met the night before and they had
decided that the format of the forum would be that Al would moderate, there would be no one else at the table,
but there would be people in the audience that he would call on specifically, and they would be the people
originally discussed as panelists. He said he would review the past financial history of the town, and Richard
would create the graphics showing the financial information. He said they wanted to increase turnout so they
had discussed giving away a Lambert’s Cover Beach Pass or something else of value. Jen said she would have to
check with Counsel on that. Glenn said he would like to make sure that Bruce has input into the financial
information that is distributed. Al said he would work with Bruce.
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
